	COUNCIL CLARIFICATION – Is Mundesley able to be used as accommodation during the works?
	The Council and the school have discussed the use of the Mundesley Facility as a potential option for contractors to use as accommodation both in the interests of securing value for money but also in recognition of the restricted bed space numbers on the islands that can occur at the time of year the works will take place.

We can confirm that the Hostel can be used for accommodation for contractors subject to the following rules:

· Contractors are to ensure that the accommodation provided is maintained in good order and users are considerate of any neighbours or other persons, particularly with respect to noise.
· Laundry e.g. bedding cannot be provided by the boarding house and this will need to be provided by the contractor

· Contractors must have regard to the requirements of health and safety legislation and any rules that may be imposed upon staff operating and being accommodated at the site 

The hostel will be provided at no cost to the contractor should they wish to use this option but all other travel related costs shall be included for in the price of the works.
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
