To qualify for these not-for-profit charges groups must be based on the Isles of Scilly and have a constitution in place. Where bookings are made out-of-hours, first aid trained members must also be in attendance. 

VAT Exemption - To qualify for VAT exemption the following conditions must be met:
1
Bookings must consist of 10 or more sessions.

2
Each session is for the same sport or activity.

3
Each session is in the same place, although a different pitch, court or lane, or different number of pitches, courts or lanes is acceptable.

4
The interval between each session is at least 1 day but not more than 14 days. The duration of the sessions may be varied; however, there is no exception for intervals greater than 14 days through the closure of the facility for any reason.

5
The sessions are to be paid for as a whole and there is written evidence to the fact. This must include evidence that payment is to be made in full whether or not the right to use the facility for any specific session is actually exercised. Provision for a refund given by the provider in the event of the unforeseen non-availability of their facility would not affect this condition.

The facilities are let out to a school, club, association or an organisation representing affiliated clubs or constituent associations, such as a local league.

The person to whom the facilities are let has exclusive use of them during the sessions.
INSURANCE:�Those hirers who are affiliated to National clubs or organisations must provide a copy of a relevant and valid (for the period of hire at least) insurance certificate.


Non-affiliated clubs and those which are groups organised by individuals must decide whether they require insurances for the purpose of their activity. In the case of any contact sport, or a sport which involves combat skills (such as fencing or any form of swordsmanship) insurances are mandatory.
