HOW TO RECYCLE ON ST MARYS

Although there isn’t a full kerbside recycling collection yet, there are still lots of ways
in which you can recycle your household and business waste:

PILOT HOUSEHOLD KERBSIDE MIXED RECYCLING COLLECTION

Residents of McFarlands Downs and Telegraph will be able to recycle paper, cardboard, plastic and tin cans
through the pilot recycling collection starting in January 2018. Households involved in the scheme will
receive a information pack with instructions for how to participate.

HOUSEHOLD RECYCLING of PAPER, PLASTICS & CARDBOARD on ST MARYS

In addition to all the other recycling options already available and set out below, and ahead of the kerbside
recycling collection being implemented, all householders on St Marys are able to recycle paper, cardboard
and plastic by taking them to Porthmellon Waste Management Site on residential opening afternoons
(normally Tuesday and Thursdays but please check for any variation as a result of eg bank holidays or
Christmas). In order that items can be recycled they must be free from food or other contamination and
clean and dry.
