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The Parsonage, St Agnes, Isles of Scilly became Grade II listed on 14 December 1992. English Heritage Legacy ID 62452. The building now called Glebe Barn is not mentioned in the Historic England listing description as at that date it was a tumbledown ruin of an old granite generator shed with no roof. It was located on a plot of land completely separated by a granite wall from The Parsonage garden, but was included within the Duchy of Cornwall tenancy called The Parsonage.


 


Glebe Barn was built with full planning permission and listed building consent in the grounds of The Parsonage tenancy in 1995-97 on the site of the old generator building which was believed to have previously been a stable. The barn is not listed and was built to be and still is a self-catering holiday let. It is a single-storey two-bedroom property. 





In 1997-2000 an extension was built on the north west side of the listed Parsonage building, again with full planning permission and listed building consent. The extension comprises two one-bedroom holiday lets, one on the ground floor and one on the upper floor.





The proposal is for a solar panel array on the south east side only of the pitched roof of Glebe Barn. There will be no change to the listed building. The only impact on the listed building is that the panels can be viewed from one window in each of the holiday lets on the north west side of the extension to The Parsonage. The relative position and orientation of the two buildings are shown on the site block plan forming part of this application.
